Scholarship Description

The Harrison Scholarship is a scholarship that aims to make college affordable to students who
receive Catholic Schools Foundation (CSF) scholarship support. This scholarship program is
interested in making college affordable for these families and helping students reach their full
potential. Selected applicants are provided four-year, renewable scholarships to cover tuition,
fees and educational expenses at a four-year college/university in the'U.S. and flexible funding
to support student’s enrichment costs. Scholarship amounts will be determined based on the
financial aid award package the student receives from the college they choose to attend.
Scholarships will likely range from $5,000 to $15,000 per year. The program is funded by an
anonymous donor and administered by The Philanthropic Initiative (TPI):

Requirements

Qualifications: Applicants must

1. be aseniororrecent high school graduate who is currently receiving/received Catholic
Schools Foundation:(CSF) scholarship support.

2. be enrolling as a first-year student in a four-year degree program, at a US accredited,
not-for-profit, private or public college or university full-time in 2025-2026.

3. have an Adjusted Gross Family Income (AGI) of $100,000 or less and an unmetfinancial
need of $5,000 or more, after subtracting all other financial aid offered from the
college/university.

4. have a strong high school academic record; involvement in community, school and work
activities; and motivation to excel in college.

5. Students interested in renewing their award must maintain a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or
above.
